2011 Fall Auditions Schedule
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Music Progressions

Student patrticipation in Music Progressions has been dwindling for the past three years, as
you can see, although teacher-participation has increased slightly.

In 2009 there were 74 teachers and 518 students.
In 2010 there were 84 teachers and 504 students.
In 2011 there were 77 teachers and 472 students.

I’'m hoping the increasing number of teachers will mean eventual growth of student
numbers in the coming years. And | do have a plan for helping that growth, if | can get
time to work on it this year. You'll be the first to know!

When the final corrections for Sets 1 & 2 were completed, | made some slight format
changes, as had been requested by several chapters. For example, the rhythm and pulse
and the sight-playing sections will be scored as “Reading Skills” separate from the rest of
the Functional skills’ scores.

All of the Kansas chapters now have a set of newly corrected materials. CDs with the
changes will be sent to Washington and North Idaho. Washington purchased the rights to
the Sight-playing materials for Set 1, so those have been sent

Newly recorded Set 1 and Set 2 Listening CDs were completed and sent to all Kansas
chapters, as well as to Washington recorded and sent to and North Idaho. They, however,
had some sound issues, so they’ll be re-mixed or re-recorded and distributed by fall.

Certificates for 2012 & 2013 have been created, and all pertinent Music Progressions files
have been uploaded onto a flashdrive for passing to the next Music Progressions Chair.
The next chair will only have to send the dates of the chapter Progressions to the Update
editor, and send out certificates as requested. All other jobs will have been completed
when the new Music Progressions Chair is ready to take office.
